First you will need to go and measure your garden… doesn’t have to be 100% accurate, we will pay a visit to check any measures, ground conditions/levels and access before we refine the final design and costing.

Our garden design works in layers, old school, paper drawings is our main format, however we can work in CAD where required. It gives our clients the overview of how their gardens will be constructed, and allows us to accurately cost all the main aspects of the work.  So below we are going to ask you to have a go at Layer 1 and your DREAM garden Layer 5. Remember you don’t have to be an expert!

	Layer 2 – Construction elements are added
	Layer 3 & 4  – More Construction elements are added
	Layer 5 – The final design.

· What style or design you like, spend some time online and look for things that spark your imagination. Take care though as some trends and fashions go out of date quite quickly and you could end up with a garden you want to change further down the line. 

· Save these photos as you find them, and the ones that are closest to your dream garden and send them to us either by email, text, Facebook messenger or WhatsApp

· Tag us into Instagram or Facebook Pages so we can see what inspires you 

· Budget… the elephant in the room. It is helpful for us to have a budget to work too! Some people choose to not give us a budget and it doesn’t help, it involves a lot of time to revise drawings, quotes and your own time in reviewing 

· Who will look after the garden, so we know what training we need to give you to look after it! Yes we do that too! 
· Planting. We don’t have to have a plant plan, 30 years’ experience makes it easy for us, but let us know what colours, shapes etc of planting you would like 

· Product and Materials. There are a wealth of products and materials out there. We tend to select the most eco, green and ethical products so your gardens have minimal affect on the environment or natural resources. Again, consider your ideals and what inspires you, but be cautious that what is in in fashion today, may be a problem later! 

· Nature and Wildlife. On every project we try to improve on your gardens natural habitat. We can increase your gardens impact in your neighbourhoods wildlife with a few easy steps

· The Neighbours! Our business success is down to 90% referrals to friends and neighbours, so it’s really important that you have a garden that is quality and excellent value for money.
